My child has attended Busy Bees throughout the COVID pandemic (when the rules allowed it). As a result he has missed a large amount of preschool, but the impact of when he could attend Busy Bees has been so important for my child. 

During the COVID lockdowns, my child became very anxious of other children. He would run away from others, cry and refuse to use a play area if there were another child on it,  saying "its too busy" with a fearful look. 

Upon returning to Busy Bees my child had a few nervous melt downs on entry,  but the staff would carry him inside and cuddle him until he was settled, usually within 5 minutes,  followed by a reassuring phone call to Mum.

Since the initial start back,  my child is now confident at going to Busy Bees and runs in and out with a smile everytime.  He has made some friends and will now play with other children readily and has confidence at a public play area. 

I can't imagine what would have happened without Busy Bees,  and my child is now a confident young man,  successfully navigating the effects of the pandemic. 

My child has also been very worried about starting school,  crying and saying "no, no I don't like school" whilst at home. However,  to combat this there has been a very effective transition to school being made in setting,  even with all the complications of COVID and his worry has evaporated. 

My child has moved from a fearful,  anxious and worried little boy to a confident young man who is looking forward to starting school.  I have no doubt that this is down to the work put in at Busy Bees, where staff and the committee have continued to work throughout the pandemic to ensure a positive future for our children. 
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
